Specifically, employees under the age of 16 cannot 
operate hot dog rollers, toaster ovens and convection ovens, 
all of which are used at the Fairway Pool. In fact, employees 
must be at least 16 years old to operate a microwave. As a 

result, Fairway is raising its minimum age for Snack Bar       
employment to 16 years old.
